Quentin Hardy, Moderator, is a Silicon Valley Bureau Chief for Forbes.  A veteran tech journalist, he joined the magazine in March 1999, and has written cover stories on Yahoo, Google, Hewlett-Packard, telecommunications, and philanthropy, among others. He is also a regular on Forbes on Fox, a weekly show on the Fox Cable News Network.  Prior to joining Forbes, Mr. Hardy spent eight years at The Wall Street Journal, covering the Japanese financial meltdown in Tokyo and the late-nineties boom in the Silicon Valley.  Mr. Hardy is a graduate of Kenyon College and has a Masters degree from the University of London.  In 1995 he was awarded a Knight-Bagehot Fellowship from the Columbia University School of Journalism.
Jonathan Atkin, Equity Research, at RBC Capital Markets has been with RBC Capital Markets since February 2000.  Earlier, Jonathan held equity research positions with BT Alex Brown, Toronto Dominion Securities (USA), and Ferris Baker Watts, covering companies within the Internet, wireline, and wireless sectors. Prior to that time, Jonathan was a Senior Consultant at BIA Companies, where he served dozens of telecommunications clients in strategic planning, business plan development, and financial modeling.  Earlier, Jonathan worked in corporate strategy with Daimler-Benz AG and as a Policy Analyst with the United States Congress. Jonathan earned both BS and MS degrees in Mechanical Engineering from Stanford University and an MBA from Columbia University.


Rex Dwyer is founder of Dwyer Fecht Hill, LLC. Dwyer founded Dwyer Fecht Hill, LLC in Palo Alto, California to advise institutional and qualified investors. Rex was previously a Senior Equities Analyst overseeing public and private technology investments in the wireless and electronics areas at Firsthand Capital Management where assets ranged from $500M to $8B.   Before Firsthand, Rex was an engineering manager focusing on RF circuits at Magellan, Inc., a Global Positioning System (GPS) equipment maker.  Prior to Magellan, Rex was the lead RF engineer at Proxim, Inc. in the development of their first Spread Spectrum WLAN radio system trademarked as the “RangeLan I” in 1989-90.  Rex started his career at Hewlett-Packard, now Agilent, developing microwave instruments after graduating from the University of California at Berkeley with a BS in Electrical Engineering.
Earl Lum is Managing Director and Senior Analyst of Equity Capital Markets group at Montgomery & Co.  Mr. Lum's responsibilities include coverage and analysis of the global wireless handset, network infrastructure, and mobile content sector.  Prior to joining Montgomery & Co. in April 2005, Mr. Lum served as the executive director of the wireless technology practice at CIBC World Markets Corporation in San Francisco. While there, he covered the wireless network infrastructure and mobile handset sector using supply chain analysis methodology.  He also helped establish a core research segment consisting of compound semiconductor technologies including GaAs, SiC, InP and GaN.  Before joining CIBC World Markets, Mr. Lum was a senior analyst in the semiconductor group at Gartner Group/Dataquest. While there, he was responsible for establishing the Wireless Semiconductor/GaAs Technology research area. Prior to that, Mr. Lum served as a senior RF design engineer for Tyco Electronics M/A-Com, R&D engineering manager for Spectrian Corp., and product engineer for National Semiconductor.  Mr. Lum holds a B.S. in electrical engineering from the University of California, Santa Barbara.
Thomas W. Watts is Managing Director of Telecom and Data Services Equity Research at SG Cowen & Co., LLC.  He leads the telecom equity research team covering telecom services, data & Internet services, and satellite services.  Prior to joining SG Cowen, Mr. Watts served as a Managing Director and First Vice President at Merrill Lynch, where he received top rankings for coverage of the satellite communications sector by both Institutional Investor magazine and the Wall Street Journal. He also received broader recognition, being named by the Wall Street Journal as one of the seven best stock pickers across all industry segments. Previously Mr. Watts held senior positions at Bear Stearns, Ascent Communications Advisors, and Booz Allen & Hamilton.
