Mr. Witkowski is an industry veteran with over 25 years of experience in the fields of radio, wireless, and telecommunications.  He’s served on the WCA’s board as Director since November 2005 with responsibility for facilities coordination, Web/IT, and directed marketing.  He successfully planned and executed a SIG leadership transition, oversaw the launch of the new Emergency Communications SIG and led the WCA’s tradeshow program in 2006.  Mr. Witkowski has held various positions of leadership and responsibility at Cadence Design Systems, Xpedion Design Systems, Verifone, Tropian and the U.S. Coast Guard.  He holds a BSEE from University of California (Davis) with emphasis in wireless communications and microwave circuit design.
“I’m honored to be asked to serve the WCA in this new role, and look forward to the opportunity to leverage SIGs in support of the WCA’s mission to serve the wireless eco-system and help ensure that Northern California remains a worldwide center for technological excellence in wireless.”
